Disposing of Yard Waste
It's that time of year for outdoor cleaning projects. Please keep in mind:

e Brush and tree limbs must be
cut into 4-foot lengths, bundled
with rope or twine, and should
not exceed 50 pounds.

o Tree limbs larger than 6 inches
in diameter and 4 feet in length
will not be collected.

« Grass clippings, leaves and twigs
can be placed in paper bags or
personal containers.

Place refuse at the curb no earlier than 4:00 p.m. on Tuesdays, but before 7:00
a.m. on Wednesdays, and remove containers as quickly as possible after collection.
